After a meeting
with Urban Engineering , Rockport is still working to get Hwy. 188 as the boundary line.
Rockport still has plans to run the sewer line down to the Islands of Rockport. Rockport City
Manager, Tom Blazek is waiting to meet with the new Aransas Pass City Manager.
